Chairman Robert Sturgill called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
Commissioner Levi, read the testimony guidelines and proceeded to the business item on the agenda.

Action Items Case No. CU2020-0023: The applicant, Idaho Power, is requesting a conditional use permit to allow mineral extraction and associated operation on portions of Parcel R28821, R28823, R28826, R28827 and R28827010 for the restoration of Rippee Island. The properties are located at or near 13448 Map Rock Road, Melba, also referenced as a portion of Sections 26-35 and 36, Township 1N, Range 3W, Canyon County, Idaho.
[bookmark: _Hlk63351865]Planner Dan Lister reviewed Case CU2020-0023, including late exhibits #8, #9.
Chairman Sturgill entered the late exhibits into the record
Jeff Maffuccio: Applicant Representative in favor, 1221 W Idaho St Boise ID
· Id power was not the previous applicant, and this request is separate from the last application. Mr. Maffuccio briefed the Commission on the practices of Idaho Power and the importance of this project. This will allow them to provide clean hydro power. Environmental criteria will be met as is required. Long term program purposes are to reduce the river width and depth allowing increased velocity and reducing stagnation, improving environmental quality. Habitat will be improved and the island will no longer degrade. 24 acres are proposed. The Highway district has approved the project. The land will be rehabilitated and returned to Ag use. Hours of operation will be 6 am to 6pm and will take 6-12 months, there will be no commercial sales or truck hauling. Farming operations in the area will not be disrupted. The need is 30 – 40 yards of gravel if  we do not pull it  from the site we will have to haul it in form other sources, adding negative impacts to roads and the surrounding area. The use is consistent with the comp plan,  and  we will work with neighbors to avoid negative impact. Employees will be onsite to assist neighbors if there are concerns. 


Nathaniel Seal in favor 1221 W Idaho St Boise ID
· In response to Commissioner concerns regarding water impacts to fish, a crew will come out and collect the fish for the operation and then put them back. Based on our modeling once all of the projects are complete the water temperature will drop, making a healthier environment for the fish.
Justin Brace: in opposition 22967 river road Caldwell ID 
· Mr. Brace would like to know where the science is, rather than relying on modeling. As an adjacent property owner, he is concerned that this could be an open door for the next 30 years, of similar projects and does not see the need for the project.
REBUTTLE: Jeff Maffuccio: Applicant Representative in favor, 1221 W Idaho St Boise ID
· In response to Mr. Brace concerns, there has been a lot of modeling, and the plan has been before State and Federal environmental quality, and other agencies are involved in the approval process. long term makes it hard to have definitive results,  we recognize the concern of future projects, any further projects will require another conditional use permit. Other similar projects have shown positive results to water quality. Idaho Power is looking for effective solutions to lower water temperature in a natural way. This is the most viable option to be proactive and reactive in addressing environmental concerns. 

MOTION:  Commissioner Fried moved to close public testimony on Case CU2020-0023, seconded by Commissioner Brock, voice vote motion carried.

MOTION: Commissioner Fried moved to approve Case CU2020-0023, including the Findings of Facts, Conclusions of Law and conditions of approval.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Brock.  Roll call vote with 5 in favor and 0 opposed, motion carried.  

Commissioner Levi moved to adjourn. Commissioner Fried seconded the motion. Voice vote, motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:03 pm.
